Mission trip reveals need for more...

Robert Morgan Powers Il recently had another successful
mission trip working with the native Americans in New Mexico.
He joined a small group from lowa that held a VBS/camp for
kids ranging from the age of 12 to 18 years old. There was a
good turn out from the remote area where he worked, with
about 45 kids turning out for camp. It was a true blessing to Robert and he asks the
congregation to please keep all of the Navajo children in their prayers.

Robert has gone on four mission trips
working with the Navajo children and

has seen a great need for someone to be

there working with the youth full time.
Robert says, “the facts are quite sad.
There is a high alcohol, drug and sui-
cide rate among the teenagers there.
These rates are high because of boredom
on the reservation, and because there are
not too many good role models for them
to look up to. Also, over half of the kids
in the areas | will be in are in gangs by
the age of 12.”

While on his last trip, Robert was
given the opportunity to be that “some-
one” working full time with the youth.
He said, “I feel in my heart that God is
leading me to move out west and spread
the Good News of Jesus Christ to all of
the Navajo children. | will be holding
Bible studies every week and will have
recreational games for them to play.

“ A Presbyterian Church from south-
ern California has donated $3,000.00 for
a work project to fix up a place for me
to live beside the church. Also, a truck

has been given to me so that | will have
transportation on the ‘rez’ as well. They
are applying for grant money to pay me
while | am there, but unfortunately, at
this time there are no grants available.”

Robert plans to leave July 26, 2010.
